and Vagpur near Prantij.

Sudhir Kumar Jain, director of 11T
G, said: “Within the next two months we
expect to get possession of the land. Af
ter that construction shall begin.”

“We had sought 500 acres of land. All
the new [I'Ts have been set up 1n cam-
puses sprawling over 500 acre. The
Bhubaneshwar IIT is spread over 926
acres, Hyderabad 11T has more than 500
acres and [IT in Jodhpur is also set up
on 700 acres,” he added.

The UT-G will introduce multi-dis-
ciplinary studies in the field of arts,
pure sciences, humanities and engi-
neermg. It 1s poised to become an uni-
versity in future, with living quarters
for students and teachers along with
apen spaces, sports grounds and recre-
ational area.
